Woodland/forest to 25 metres tall. Occurs on gullies and sheltered slopes with relatively well-
drained soils. Distinguished by prominent ground layer species Common Tussock Grass and rich 
fern flora. Sweet Bursaria and Maidenhair Fern may be abundant.  
 

Pre-1750 distribution 
Widespread and common in shady gullies on the Mornington 
Peninsula. See map below.
