Ecological Vegetation Classes on the Mornington Peninsula

An Ecological Vegetation Class (EVC) is the standard unit for classifying native vegetation types
in Victoria. Over 60 EVCs occur across the diverse landscape of the Mornington Peninsula. This
EVC profile presents local environmental information for a specific EVC and is a useful reference
for anyone interested in understanding, protecting, and restoring the unique biodiversity that
occurs in their area.

Lowland Forest - Description

Forest to 25 metres tall. Occurs on higher rainfall areas in hilly terrain. Distinguished by dominant
Messmate Stringybark and Narrow-leaf Peppermint, diversity of shrubs, and usually abundant Wiry
Spear-grass or Forest Wire-grass. Tall straight trees are characteristic of this EVC. Much of the
Lowland Forest mapped on the northern Mornington Peninsula by DELWP is likely to be Herb-rich
Foothill Forest.
