4. PLANT SPECIES AND PLANTING LOCATIONS SHALL BE CONFIRMED WITH THE
SUPERINTENDENT PRIOR TO PLANTING AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPROVED
LANDSCAPE PLAN OR PLANTING PROGRAM.
